Activity 3: Order the events of the story.

King Duncan congratulates Macbeth on winning the battle
and makes him Thane of Cawdor, just as the witches
predicted. Duncan makes his son Malcolm his heir to the
throne.

After the battle Macbeth and Banguo meet three witches who
predict that Macbeth will be Thane of Cawdor and eventually
king and that Banguo's sons will be king.

Macbeth is crowned king and Lady Macbeth is crowned his
queen.

Macbeth and Macduff fight. Macduff explains that he was cut
from his mother after she died, so he was not ‘born of
woman'. He kills Macbeth. Malcolm is made King of
Scotland.

Macduff's army take branches from the woods to
camouflage themselves as they march on Macbeth's castle.
Lady Macbeth kills herself and Macbeth is devastated.

Macbeth begins to worry about Banguo's sons being kings.
He hires two killers to slay Banquo and his son Fleance.
Banguo is murdered but Fleance escapes. He does not tell
Lady Macbeth his plan.

Scottish lords and best friends Macbeth and Banguo defeat
the Morwegian army in a mighty battle.

At a dinner for his friends, Macbeth sees Banguo's ghost and
becomes hysterical. Lady Macbeth tries to calm down the
guests and reassure them that nothing is wrong.

Macbeth goes to see the three witches again. They tell him
that he should be afraid of Macduff, but that no one bormn of
woman can Kill him and he will never be defeated until the
woods nise up and walk towards his castle.

Duncan visits Macbeth and his wife Lady Macbeth in their
castle. Lady Macbeth is keen to be queen and she
persuades Macbeth fo kill Duncan in the night. She smears
blood on the guards to make it look like they have done it

Macduff discovers that Macbeth has killed his wife and
children and he raises an army to march on Macbeth's
castle. Meanwhile, Lady Macbeth - full of guilt - begins
sleepwalking and acting strangely.

Art 1 Street Art/Graffiti

What is street art?

Street art is art that is created in a public place and may only be temporary.
There are lots of different types of street art such as:

Graffiti - often writing or images which are sprayed onto walls or other
public areas

Stencil graffiti - similar to graffiti but stencils are used to recreate an image
Art installations - these could include local art or sculpture trails

Street poster art - posters which are displayed in a public place

Video projections - videos or images are projected onto buildings

Keith Haring is famous for creating street art

He produces pieces of work that pop up in public
places, e.g. on the walls of buildings.

A lot of his art is done using stencils, which people
can easily recognise.
